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Instructions: 

On each of the following pages is a word.  For each such word, please draw a picture-story about that word in the box on the same page.  The picture-story should include the object(s) associated with the word, but it may include any other objects as well.  For example, if the word is "dog", you may draw a picture-story about a dog chasing a cat through a grassy field (see the example below).  

It is important that you let your picture-stories express your present mood as best as possible.  To achieve this, you must draw your picture-stories so that another person looking at them should be able to tell quite easily what mood you are in. (In the following example, the drawer is clearly in an angry or aggressive mood.)
