Instructions: 

On each of the following pages is a pair of words.  For each such pair, draw a picture about the words in the box on the same page.  Use your imagination to come up with a picture-story that links the words together.  You should associate the words in a meaningful way, so be creative and think about how they could be related to each other.  For example, if the word-pair is "Restaurant : Computer", you may draw a picture-story about a computer in a restaurant (see the example below).

It is important that you let your picture-stories express your present mood as best as possible.  To achieve this, you must draw your picture-stories so that another person looking at them should be able to tell quite easily what mood you are in. (In the following example, the drawer is clearly in an unpleasant mood.)
