While in New York, students will leave behind their textbooks on economics, tariffs and taxation to meet with authorities on international trade and do some real-life trading on Wall Street.

ANOTHER SLAYING VICTIM FOUND: #4

This morning, another body was found on the shore of the Terence River- just 100m East of the last body found late last week.  An autopsy revealed strangulation and not drowning as the cause of death. Funeral services for the victims are expected to be held later next week.

This lavishly decorated Mahai restaurant aims to cater to the refined elegance of the well-to-do on a Saturday night. When one is seated on the patio- the stench of  raw sewage and seafood is unmistakable, and takes some getting used to.  The service is quite good, but the portions are too small.  Most items on the menu have raw-snails as their main ingredient, so even seafood lovers will find this hardcore.  The staff appear friendly and enthusiastic, although our waiter was dishonest and thoughtless.  The food is quite succulent- however, you should watch for gangrenous snails that may have fallen into the dish by accident.  The ambiance at this restaurant is warm and cozy- although you get the occasional serenade from the cannery machinery whining across the street.  This eatery is certainly worth writing home about.  Some things you would take for granted at this type of restaurant are clearly lacking, but these are more than made up for by the originality and flare of this unique waterfront cafe.
