This futuristic sci-fi thriller set deep within a Bolivian monastery combines amazing pictorials of the surrounding countryside with fascinating character sketches to portray one of this year's best movies to date.  The story line revolves around the life of a young monk who spends 20 years trying to find out why his father was mysteriously killed after falling down a wishing-well near a quiet cherry orchard.  The monk (played by Hernando Sloth) is a sensible & purposeful master of his mind and all that surrounds him.  The monk's sister (played by Dharma McKenzie) turns into an insolent liar and is eventually killed by a marauding tiger.
