Sadness Study (Mahler/Tchaikovsky)

-comparing the two pieces

-especially for emotional affect

-they're both sad--different emotional impact?

-trying to see if a type of music yields a higher "sad" response or is perceived as being more sad-

-we've limited the scope so that the--two genres are the same, and from more or less the same time period

-does highly driven music aid in "more" sadness or melancholy....can this be measured?  Maybe they are two different emotions and people just respond to subjective report differently.

-can ask the people at the end is this piece more melancholy, than anguish etc.  and compare results

-track their mood grids--half with instructions and half without both with periodic mood measures--without instructions; subject will still see be aware that marking mood grid asks them how they are feeling.
